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Upon completion of New Agents Training in 

1989, Special Agent Ferguson was assigned to the Chi-

cago Field Office.  SA Ferguson primarily investigated 

White Collar Crime and Health Care Fraud matters for 

some 9 years, leading cooperative, multi-agency under-

cover investigations, for which he won several commen-

dations.  In 1997 he was promoted to the position of 

Supervisory Special Agent, serving in the newly formed 

International Training and Assistance Unit located at the 

FBI Academy, Quantico, Virginia.  SSA Ferguson's pri-

mary duties were to train foreign police officers from 

around the world, the majority of whom did not speak 

English.  SSA Ferguson's also spearheaded the FBI's 

development and support of International Law Enforce-

ment Academies in strategic locations around the world. 

 

Immediately following the attacks of 09/11, SSA Ferguson was dispatched to Ottawa, 

Canada where he worked temporarily as the FBI liaison to the Royal Canadian Mounted Police's 

emergency operation center.  In January, 2002, SSA Ferguson was permanently assigned as As-

sistant Legal Attaché, Rome, Italy.  During his 6-year overseas tenure, ALAT Ferguson had the 

opportunity to head the Rome, Italy, Rabat, Morocco and Paris, France Legal Attaché offices for 

the FBI. 

 

In 2007, SSA Ferguson rotated back to the United States, commencing new duties at the 

FBI's Training Division.  Assigned to the Leadership Development Institute, in the capacity of an 

adjunct professor of the University of Virginia, SSA Ferguson's taught graduate-level leadership 

courses to students of the FBI National Academy.  He was also responsible for program manage-

ment of the National Executive Institute (NEI), the FBI Director's executive leadership training 

program for major city Chiefs and major county Sheriffs. 

 

In 2008, SSA Ferguson was promoted to the position of Chief, International Training 

and Assistance Unit.  As such, Unit Chief Ferguson was responsible for all of the FBI's interna-

tional training and capacity building efforts for foreign law enforcement and intelligence agen-

cies around the world. 

 

In September 2010, SSA Ferguson transferred to the Des Moines, Iowa office of the 

FBI, assuming the duties of Senior Supervisory Resident Agent.  Reporting to the Special Agent 

in Charge in Omaha, Nebraska, SSRA Ferguson is responsible to the SAC for overseeing day-to-

day FBI operations in Western Iowa. 

 

Besides his professional duties, SSRA Ferguson enjoys studying foreign languages 

(French, Spanish and Italian), history, travel, music (String Bass) and his family.  SSRA Fergu-

son is married.  He and his wife have four daughters and one granddaughter.
